 A) Rom 16:17 - Paul's general pastoral exhortation 
to watch out for false teachers. 
 B) Romans 16:18 - False teachers are self-serving 
individuals who cause division.  
 C) Romans 16:19 - Paul rejoices at the church in 
Rome's obedience. What does obedience mean?  
 D) Romans 16:20 - Paul's pastoral prayer and wish.  
 
III) Application - Salvation in Romans: Series Overview  
 A) Justification - Westminster Shorter Catechism 
#33 - justification is the act of God's free grace by which he 
pardons all our sins and accepts us as righteous in his 
sight.  
 B) Sanctification - Westminster Shorter Catechism 
#35 - sanctification is the work of God's free grace by 
which our whole person is made new in the image of God, 
and we are made more and more able to become dead to 
sin and alive to righteousness.  
 C) Glorification - Westminster Shorter Catechism 
#37 - At the resurrection, believers, raised in glory, will be 
publicly recognized and declared not guilty on the day of 
judgement and will be made completely happy in the full 
enjoyment of God forever.  
 
IV) Conclusion - Romans 16:25-27. The entire Christian life 
is one of praise and thanksgiving to God's glory and grace 
in Christ.
