I) Introduction - "it is not sufficient to cast images out of the 
heart by the preaching of the word unless they are removed 
also from sacred places" Francis Turretin (1623- 1687).  
 
II) The Text - Exodus 20:4-6 
 A) Exodus 20:4 - The negative command and 
prohibition against idols.  
 B) Exodus 20:5 - Covenantal Curse  
 C) Exodus 20:6 - Covenantal Blessing  
 
III) Application - He is the image of the invisible God, the 
firstborn of all of creation (Col 1:15).  
 A) Preaching - Galatians 3:1  
 B) Sacraments - The sacraments of baptism and the 
Lord's Supper are visible signs of the covenant of grace.  
 C) Visual Representation - Why the need for visual 
representation when the Scriptures give us word pictures?  
 
IV) Conclusion - With fallen eyes, we see Christ through the 
eyes of faith in this age. In the age to come - with our 
resurrected bodies and new eyes - we will behold the Son of 
God in all his glory and perfection.
